1. Installation environment

1.1 Please do notinstall in a seriously dusty environment.

1.2 Please install itin a place with a temperature of -10~45°C.

3.2 The distance between the ceiling used to install this product and the top
of the house must be more than 0.18m.



3.3 The minimum distance between the product and the wall after
installation must be greater than 0.3m.

1.4 The distance from curtains and other flammable materials should be
greater than 0.3m.

Determine the position of the vent on the wall (it should be slightly below
the outlet of the exhaust fan, just above the ceiling, to prevent
condensation water from flowing back into the main unit), and open a
round hole at that location with a hole diameter larger than the diameter of
the vent.

4 Install the vent window connector

Put one end of the ventilation duct on the ventilation window, tighten it
with an iron hoop, fix the ventilation window at the air outlet of the exterior
wall, and fill the gap between the ventilation pipe and the ventilation hole
on the wall with foaming agent (as shown in the figure below).
